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Duck Island Kelp Bed
Duck Island Kelp bed. Large sheltered Kelp bed along the top of a large ledge. Long kelp and flora. 

Seal Cove
Beautiful little cove with every variety on the bottom. Mostly Sand. Plenty of seal sitings.

Seal Cove
Seal Cave. Six feet across, 15-20 feet in at a depth of only 15'.    Seal Sitings. Bring your flashlight  AND your camera..

Southwest Ledge
Wreck site of old wooden schooner. Sitting inbetween the two prominent parrallel rock ledges. Mostly just bits and pieces now but still fun to find.

Harvey C Turner
This Restriction is out of date.

Mingo Rock
Wreck of the Mingo. Timbers still jammed under rocks and ledges. Very little left, but the rock is quite beautiful. Nice Cliff on the NE side. Seal Sitings.

East side of Appledore
Beginners. Cliffs, big rocks, channels, ledges. Nice comfortable diving all along the eastern coast of Appledore. Especially between the two points.

The Cribs
The cribs are a region where the old piers and docks of 50 years ago used to stand. This is the northern edge of the scallop region in the protected west side of the islands. The south side of the scallop range is Lunging Island.

Cedar Ledge
Cedar Ledge has some great ledges and Drops on it's North side. A large wreck can still be found on the NW side in 30 feet of water. Not a complete hull. Just some ribs and beams. Wreckage.

Star Island Wall Dive
Star Island Wall Dive is spectacular! Caves, chimneys and ravines. From 30' right down to 100' Scenic, never boaring. Striper sittings. Striper Sitings.

White Island East Side
The Eastern side of White Island has some great rock formations & cliffs. Visibility is always good. Striper sitings.

Gosport Harbor
Artifact Diving. Beware the summer boat traffic.  Lot's of stuff has been dumped here. Bottles, pots, brass. Possibly one of the oldest towns in New England. 
	The bottom ranges from hard-pan, sand, to ledge.

White Island Ledge
White Island Ledge has some great walls and big boulders. Striper sitings.

The best and safest place to go in at Nubble Light is on the North side of the point. Walk down from the parking lot circle on the North side. Take your time. You will find a path. This side is somewhat of a cove from the north bound swells, but it will still have some surge.  Once in, the bottom is sandy and you will find a pipe that leads outward to deeper water and some nice cliffs and crevices.  Night diving here is superb, but please wait until you are familiar with the area. There is always some degree of current here.  Wisdom is key. 
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
